CALVARY (R13) Ireland 1h40 Black Comedy

Brendan Gleeson (In Bruges) stars as a good-natured Irish Catho-
lic priest trying to believe the best of his parishioners, but who is
continually shocked by the spiteful and confrontational inhabitants
of his small country town.

In 1970s Belfast, Terri Hooley is an idealistic rocker who finds
himself caught in the middle of Northern Ireland's bitter Troubles.
When he opens a record shop, Good Vibrations, he is instrumen-
tal in creating an alternative Irish community that would bridge his
land's religious and social rivalries with an art no one expected.
